Julian Schnabel (born in Brooklyn, New York, 1951, raised in Brownsville, Texas) has always been a revolutionary
voice in painting and all his other creative endeavors. His use of preexisting materials not traditionally used in art-
making, varied painting surfaces, and unconventional modes of construction were pivotal in the reemergence of
painting in the United States and beyond since the late 1970s. He invented a new language within painting that

paved the way for and influenced a new generation of artists.

In July 2020 Pace opened a
temporary gallery space in East Hampton, New York that will be programmed through October 2021. Additionally,
